Phase 5 and 6 will no longer be a crush and shape with full depth asphalt replacement. These phases
will now be a 1.5” mill with a 1.5” overlay over paving fabric. There will also be some small areas of
base asphalt and aggregate base replacement as indicated on the plans and as determined in the field
by the engineer.

There will be no underdrains installed in Phase 5 or Phase 6.

Work for both Phase 5 and Phase 6 must be done at night. Phase 6 may be done at the same time or
separately from Phase 5.

The schedule for Phase 5 is two weeks total, with surface pavement required on the weekends. A bid
alternative has been added for an additional cost to complete Phase 5 in one week.

Phase 4 will remain as shown on the plans.
It is requested that the outbound half of the entrance road be completed first.

Bids will be due Friday, March 30 at 1pm.

SPECIFICATIONS:

1.

The underdrain outlet from the north pond does not need to be perforated underdrain with stone and
fabric. Underdrain outlet pipe shall conform to the MDOT Specification book for underdrain outlets —
Section 909.07. A pay item, Underdrain Outlet, LFT, will be added to distinguish the underdrain outlet
from the standard pond underdrain.

2. Bid Alternate 1 has been added to the proposal. This is a lump sum additional cost for completely
Phase 5 in one week.

3. Contract Exhibit 3 (Project Specifications) and Contract Exhibit 4 (Proposal) have been revised to
reflect the changes above. A new specification and contract book will be available with changes
highlighted.

6. Qualification of Bidder

any bid where an investigation of the evidence or information submitted by such bidder does not
satisfy the OWNER that the bidder is qualified to carry out properly the terms of the Contract
Documents.

7. Approximate Quantities

In cases where any part or all of the bidding is to be received on a unit price basis, the quantities
stated are not intended to govern. The quantities stated on which unit prices are so invited are
approximate only and each bidder will be required to make his own estimates of amounts and to
calculate his unit price accordingly. Bids will be compared on the basis of the stated number of
units in the proposal form. Such estimated quantities while made from the best information
available are approximate only. Payment on the Contract will be based on actual number of units
installed on the completed work.

8. Standard Manufacturer

Wherever the terms "standard", "recognized" or "reputable" manufacturer are used, they shall be
construed as meaning, manufacturers who have been engaged in the business of fabricating
materials, equipment or supplies of the nature called for by the specifications for a reasonable
period of time prior to the date set for opening of bids and who can demonstrate to the satisfaction
of the OWNER that said manufacturer has successfully installed in a least three instances and
that the performance of such materials, equipment or supplies has been satisfactory.
Manufacturers who have been engaged in the business of manufacturing said materials,
equipment or supplies for a period of over twelve months prior to the date fixed for opening bids
shall, prima facie, be deemed to have been engaged in such business for a reasonable length of
time.

9. Soil Borings

If the
CONTRACTOR would like to review soil borings that have previously been done on-site they may
contact the ENGINEER.

10. Signing of Bids

Bids which are not signed by the individual making them, shall have attached thereto a power of
attorney evidencing authority to sign the bid in the name of the person for whom it is signed.

Bids which are signed by a partnership shall be signed by all the partners or by an attorney-in-
fact. If signed by an attorney-in-fact, there shall be attached to the bid a power of attorney
evidencing authority to sign the bid executed by the partners.

Bids which are signed for a corporation shall have the correct corporate name thereof and the
signature of the president or other authorized officers of the corporation manually written below
the corporate name following the word “by”. If such a bid is manually signed by an officer other
than the president of the corporation, a certified copy of a resolution of the board of directors
evidencing the authority of such official to sign the bid shall be attached to it.

11. Award of Contract

In such
event and upon successful completion of the necessary arrangements to finance the cost of the
project, the OWNER and the successful bidder to whom the tentative award has been made, shall
enter into a written Contract at the price stated in the proposal and as specified provided that the
elapsed time from the date of the tentative award shall not exceed the period set forth in the
proposal form. The time for execution of the written Contract may be extended beyond the period
set forth in the proposal if such extension is mutually agreeable to the OWNER and the successful
bidder.

12. Execution of Agreement

The bidder to whom an award is made will be issued a purchase order by the OWNER.

13. Effective Date of Contract Award

If there are reasonable grounds for believing that any member,
representative or agent of any bidder entered into any combination, collusion or agreement to
induce anyone to refrain from bidding in any way or manner whatever, the proposal of the
participants in such activities will not be considered.

15. Penalty for Collusion

1. Definitions

Wherever used in any of the Contract Documents, the following meaning shall be given to the
term herein defined:

A

Contractor — The person, firm or corporation to whom the within Contract is awarded by
the OWNER and who is subject to the term thereof.

Subcontractor — A person, firm or corporation other than the CONTRACTOR supplying
labor and materials or labor for work at the site of the project.

Project — The entire improvement proposed by the OWNER to be constructed in part or
in whole pursuant to within the Contract.

Work — The work to be done including all labor, materials, tools and all appliances and
appurtenances necessary to perform and complete everything specified or implied in the
plans or in this Contract in full compliance with all the terms and conditions thereof.

Owner — The municipality, person, firm or corporation as specified in the Advertisement
for Bids for who the work is to be done.

Engineer — The ENGINEER, engineering firm or corporation as specified in the
Advertisement for Bids who are designed by the OWNER for the work or their duly
authorized agents, such agents acting severally within the scope of the particular duties
entrusted to them.

Contract Documents or Contract — All of the component parts of the Contract including
the General Conditions, General Specifications, Detailed Specifications, Proposal,
Contract Bonds, all of which are attached hereto; and including any Addenda, which
may be issued and made a part of the Contract; and the plans and drawings therein
referred to another drawings, specifications and engineering data which may be
furnished by the CONTRACTOR and approved by the OWNER; and such additional
specifications and drawings which may be furnished by the ENGINEER from time to time
as are necessary to make clear and to define in greater detail the intent of the
specifications and plans; and any additions or modifications of the foregoing contract
documents made in writing and signed by authorized representatives for both parties
and, where the contract documents so require, the ENGINEER and the Federal
Acquisition Regulations and U.S. Department of the Interior clauses listed in Section L
of the Indian Self-Determination Agreement (contract number CTF60T479XX) between
the Pokagon Band of Potawatomi Indians and the U.S. Department of Interior, Bureau of
Indian Affairs are applicable to this Contract and to all agreements between the
CONTRACTOR and any subcontractors and suppliers.

2. Intent of the Contract Documents

The Contract Documents are complementary and what is called for by any one shall be as binding
as if called for by all. The intention of the Contract Documents is to include in the Contract price
the cost of all labor and materials, water, fuel, tools, plant, equipment, light, transportation and all
other expenses as may be necessary for the proper execution of the work.

In interpreting the Contract Documents, words describing work or materials which have a well-
known technical or trade meaning, unless otherwise specifically defined in the Contract
Documents, shall be construed in accordance with such well-known meaning recognized by
architects, engineers and the trade.

3. Plans and Specifications

The location of the work together with the details for the construction of the various structures is
shown upon the set of plans specified in EXHIBIT 2, SCHEDULE OF DRAWINGS.

These plans together with the Specifications form a part of the Contract. Where dimensions are
shown on the drawings, they shall take precedence over scaled distances and dimensions.

In the event of any discrepancy between the plans and the Specifications, the decision of the
ENGINEER, shall be decisive thereon. The figured dimensions on the plans are to be taken as
correct, but the CONTRACTOR is required to carefully check all dimensions of structures before
beginning work thereon. Should any errors be discovered, the ENGINEER'S attention shall be
called to the same and the proper corrections made. All notes on the plans shall be carefully
observed by the CONTRACTOR and are to be made a part of the Contract.

Before ordering any materials or equipment, but in ample time to permit the satisfactory progress
of the work, the CONTRACTOR shall submit to the ENGINEER for approval, additional drawings
or prints in triplicate of the equipment included under his Contract together with the information in
such detail as may be necessary to permit the ENGINEER, to inform himself of the design of the
equipment and the character of the various materials. Since some of the materials or equipment
are dependent one upon the other for determination of measurements or fit of parts, the drawings
of such items shall be submitted at approximately the same time to permit proper checking by the
ENGINEER.

The CONTRACTOR shall at his own expense, make such changes in the above drawings as may
be found necessary upon inspection by the ENGINEER to make them conform to the
specifications or to the layout. Prior to the approval of any such drawings, any work which the
CONTRACTOR may do on the equipment covered by the drawings, shall be at his own risk as
the OWNER will not be responsible for any expense incurred by the CONTRACTOR in changing
equipment to make it conform to the drawings as finally approved.

Of the minor equipment for which drawings may not be required, the CONTRACTOR shall furnish
to the ENGINEER tabulated lists from time to time showing the name of the manufacturer and the
catalog number of the type of equipment proposed together with such prints, dimensions,
specifications, samples or other data as may be required to permit intelligent judgment of the
acceptability of the equipment and materials proposed.

Upon approval of the above drawings, lists, prints, samples and other data, the same shall
become a part of this Contract and the equipment furnished shall be in conformance with the
same provided that the approval of the above drawings, lists, prints, specifications, samples or
other data shall in no way release the CONTRACTOR from the responsibility for which said
equipment is installed nor from his liability to replace the same should it prove defective or fail to
meet the specified requirements.
